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Hi folks, it's Gary here. Every door opened has a different view from your doorstep. Dyzelle
and | thought we would open some cultural doors and unlock some musical doorsteps from
different parts of the world. For this pack, we travel to Cuba, Bulgaria and sunny Scotland, to
open their doors and see what music we can find inside. First up, a trip to Bulgaria...

On this next track, Dyzelle plays the violin which is the fundamental instrument in Eastern
European music. Another important aspect of music from this part of the world is its use of
complex time signatures. That's how many beats are in a bar - of music - not in a pub!

A bar is a short section of a tune that holds a certain number of beats, these beats, or bars
are then repeated.

Our tune is in 6/8. If you count the repeated phrases I'm drumming you can hear the 6 beats
as it goes around - in this piece, it is a very fast count of 6!

Feel free to start with just the 2 taps each time and if you fancy a challenge, attempt to play

the rest of the section! You'll then have a repeated pattern in 6. Try it with handclaps and
legs or get some sticks and an array of saucepans and go for it!
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Here's a few compass points to help find your way around; have a go at making your own...

North: The far end of the street
East: Where dawn’s torch shines
South: Where the street turns away
West: Sunset’s one-bar electric fire

Now let’s mix it up!

North East: Dawn’s torch at the street’s end
South West: The street turns away from the electric fire
South South East: The street turns and turns from dawn'’s flickering torch

Have a go at making your own compass points, maybe by looking out of different windows.
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This is a poem that could be set to music or could have a beat or a soundscape with it. Luke

has recorded his version for us to hear, but why not try and create your own?
